Lander University students examine Charleston business culture

GREENWOOD---A group of Lander University business students recently traveled from campus to the South Carolina
coastline for an opportunity to examine the corporate culture of one of the state’s largest cities.

The Lander University College of Business and Public Affairs (COBPA), in conjunction with Career Services, spon-
sored the COBPA Achievement Program trip, which was designed to expose students to the business environment and job oppor-
tunities available in Charleston.

The six students, who were selected for the all-expense paid trip by competing in the COBPA Achievement Program’s
mock interviews with local business leaders, spent March 1-2 networking with Charleston’ s top business men and women and
gaining “real world” experience to help them make career decisions.

While in Charleston, the group toured the Verizon Wireless Call Center, Commonwealth Financial Group, the South
CarolinaWorld Trade Center and Blackbaud. The companies represented the various sectors of the business industry and also
gave students a glimpse at companies of different sizes, from 18 employees at Commonwealth Financial Group to more than

1,100 employees at software giant Blackbaud.

Professionally, he spent twenty-five yearsin the health care field serving as the former vice president and administrative director of planning and
marketing at the hospital.

Lander University faculty member Dr. Willis Lewis finds teaching a challenge, especialy since he teaches business statistics and princi-
ples of macroeconomics, two subjects that he said students are not fond of taking. But Lewis must be doing something right because heis the 2007
recipient of Lander’s Y oung Faculty Teaching Award, which is presented for outstanding and effective teaching.

Asked how he feels about receiving the award, Lewis replied, “It was kind of a shocker.” While admitting the courses he teaches are not
popular, he said he tries to reach his students by applying the subject matter to everyday situations.

Lewis, an assistant professor of economics, has been a member of the Lander faculty since 2004. He planned a career as aresearcher, but
while a graduate assistant at Clemson University, he had hisfirst taste of teaching and found it exciting and challenging.

At Lander, he is able to combine classroom teaching with research on the subject of rural economic development. Lewis was born and
raised in the small town of Sparta, Ga., accounting for hisinterest in rural economics. The youngest of seven children, Lewis has five sistersand a
brother.

Heisacum laude graduate of Florida A & M University with adegree in agribusiness. He received amaster’sin agricultural economics
from Pennsylvania State University and a doctoral degree from Clemson.

His research experience includes four months of minority internationa training at Mekerere Medical School in Kampala, Uganda, in
1999. He assisted on a project to determine financing opportunities among developing countriesin eastern Africato pay for AIDS testing, preven-
tion and treatment

Lewis has piled up frequent flyer miles traveling between South Carolina and Chicago where his wife, Erika Boone, a Ph.D. neuroscien-
tist, isenrolled in the University of Illinois at Chicago College of Medicine. After completing her program of study this summer, she and the cou-
ple's 9-year-old son, Evan, will relocate to Greenwood.

In addition to his academic pursuits, Lewis is a competitive powerlifter with 13 years experience in the sport. Lewis stands 6'4” tall and
tips the scales at 258 pounds.
