If these items need to be corrected, make corrections on your FAFSA using your PIN at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/.

sure to have you parent sign electronically using his/her PIN if you are a dependent student. Alternately, you can make
corrections on your paper Student Aid Report if you received one and mail it back to the Federal Processor (address

listed on SAR).

If this step resolves the problem and you receive a valid FAFSA/Student Aid Report, no further action is needed. If this

not resolve the issue, proceed to Step 2.

Step 2 If all the information in Step 1 is correct and you feel the database results are in error, you should contact a regional VA
office to have VA records updated.
